For over 40 years, MRG Foundation has been providing high-impact seed funding to emerging and 
grassroots groups, including early support for Cascade AIDS Project, Sisters of the Road Caf࣐, Center 
for Intercultural Organi�ing, Causa Oregon, and the Partnership for Safety and Justice.

MRG’s unitue activist-led grant-making program awards nearly $825,000 each year to innovative 
groups advancing social, racial, economic, and environmental justice in Oregon. In addition to 
grant-making, MRG is a thought leader around social justice and progressive philanthropy, hosting 
community events around race, class, and etuity to spark critical conversations leading to social change.
